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I have designed a pathfinder that will introduce college students and those interested in contemporary art and alternative forms of art to modern artists’ book. These are unique books that are also works of art, meant to explore the form, function and structure of the book itself. It is an area of art that is unfamiliar to many and difficult to define. This is intended to serve as an introduction to the art form. It will focus on both print and web resources, with the hopes of leading users to explore actual artists’ books.

This pathfinder will also introduce students who are taking courses in book arts and art history to sources about this area of art. It will serve as a reference to students at Mills College taking the following Book Arts and Art History courses, although all materials are not necessarily found in the Mills Library.
